Honors Weekend

With the announcement of those brothers who will be receiving Scottish Rite honors this year, work is
gearing up for a very successfut Honors Weekend in the Orient of Florida. You will find below
information that hopefully answers questions that may be asked by those who are planning to attend.

VENUES

We have contracted with the Hyatt Regency Tampa for hotel rooms, ladies lunch and the Honors banquet.
The hotel is located at 211 N. Tampa St. Many of you may remember the Hyatt hosted the Grand Lodge
of Florida back in the 1980°s and early 1990°s.

A block of 100 rooms has been reserved for this event with the Hyatt. The room rate is $109 per night
plus tax (single and double occupancy) and $134 per night plus tax (triple or quadruple occupancy).
These rates are good for Friday and Saturday nights (November 11™ and 17%). Hotel chieck i time is
3.00 p.m. and checkout time is 12 noon. To be assured of receiving this discounted rate, the Hyatt
suggests that reservations be made online.

The online system has been tested and
1 can assure you that it does work. The Hyatt is also providing complimentary valet and self-parking for
those attending.

The Coronation and Investiture will both be held at the Scotiish Rite Masomic Center, 5500 Memorial
Highway, Tampa as will the Men’s lunch. More details on these events are below. The Hyatt is 8 miles
southeast of the Scottish Rite. Travel time is estimated at 15 minutes,

CEREMONIES

We have scheduled the 33™ Degree Coronation to begin at 9:30 am. at the Scottish Rite. To
accommodate this schedule, there will be a bus leaving the Hyatt at 7:30 a.m. to transport the Tableau and
33" Degree candidates to the Scottish Rite. So that there is no delay in getting the day’s events started,
we ask that all Tableau members and candidates take the bus to the Scottish Rite. This will prevent
anyone fom getting fost. It also insares thiar tie Degree Master can miake sure that his tear is tiere and
ready to go on at 9:30 am. In addition, we will be assured that all of the candidates are at the Scottish
Rite at 8:00 a.m. to assemble for their orientation and signing of the Book of Gold.

There witt be & bus keaving the
Hyatt Tampa at 10:30 am. to take the KCCH candidates and Degree teant to the Scottish Rite. The
KCCH candidates will assemble at 12:30 p.m. for their orientation and signing of the Red Book



Foltowing the Coronation and Investiture, time wiil be affotted for the Vaileys to present the white and
red caps to their new honors men. In addition, there will be a Class photograph taken with the members
of each class and the Deputy and Grand Commander.

Both the Coromation amd the Hvestiture witt take place i the Scottish Rite auditorient with the
orientations being held in the Lodge Room.
